POROCILO O PRISPELIH IZDELKIH

V okviru delovanja Galerije 08 Prule je bil od 17.
novembra 2021 do 30 junija 2022 razpisan likovni
natecaj. V tem ¢asu je na Solo prispelo 1092
originalnih grafic¢nih listov otrok v starosti od 6 do 16
let iz Slovenije in petih tujih drZav: Bolgarije, Bosne
in Hercegovine, Hrvaske, Poljske in Rusije.

1026 avtorjev iz 87 osnovnih Sol in likovnih ustanov

je s pomocjo 106 mentorjev poskusalo ujeti zanimive
trenutke, dogodke ali doZivetja na tematiko »Pod
svobodnim soncem«, prakticnega dela pa so se lotili

v razli¢nih graficnih tehnikah: ¢rno-bela in barvna
monotipija, tisk s pecatniki, kolazni tisk, kartonski tisk,
Sablonski tisk, vrez v peno, ¢rno-beli in barvni linorez,
suhaigla, kolagrafija v visokem in globokem tisku,
jedkanica in tudi meSane tehnike.

Mednarodna strokovna komisija se je sestala 7. oktobra
2022 v sestavi treh Zirantov:

~ dr. Bea Tomsi¢ Amon, izr. prof. na Oddelku
za likovno pedagogiko Pedagoske fakultete v
Ljubljani,

~ Irena Gayatri Horvat, mag. umetnostiiz
Zagreba, Hrvaska,

~ Lojze Kalinsek, slikar in lik. pedagog.

Najprej je pregledala vsa prispela dela, ki so bila
razvr§cena v treh starostnih kategorijah (58 let,

912 let, 1316 let) in izloCila tista, ki niso ustrezala
razpisanim pogojem. V nadaljevanju je sledil izbor del
za razstavo, med katerimi je komisija izbrala dela za
zlate in srebrne plakete in dela za priznanja za posebne
dosezke za Sole s prilagojenim programom. Avtorji
ostalih razstavljenih del prejmejo bronasto priznanje za
kvalitetno likovno delo, mentorjih vseh razstavljenih del
pa potrdilo o sodelovanju in o dosezkih svojih ucencev.



REPORT ON RECEIVED ENTRIES

The competition was open from November 17, 2021,

to June 30, 2022, as part of the activities of the Prule
Primary School Gallery. The school received 1092
original graphic prints created by children aged 6 to
16 from Slovenia and five foreign countries: Bulgaria,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Poland and Russia.

As many as 106 mentors assisted 1026 authors from

87 primary schools and art institutions in capturing
captivating moments, events, or experiences related to
the topic Under the free sun.

They used a variety of printing techniques: black and
white and colour monotype, stamp printing, collage
print, cardboard print, stencil print, foam engraving,
black and white and colour linocut, drypoint,
collagraphy, etching, and mixed techniques.

The panel of international experts convened on October 7,
2022, and comprised:

~ Dr Bea TomS$i¢ Amon, Associate Professor
of didactics of visual art education, Faculty of
Education, Ljubljana;

~ Irena Gayatri Horvat, MA in Fine Art, from
Zagreb, Croatia;

~ Lojze KalinSek, painter and art educator.

The panel first reviewed all entries in the three age
categories (5 — 8 years, 9 — 12 years, 13 — 16 years) and
eliminated the works that did not comply with the
competition brief.

This was followed by a selection of works for the
exhibition, among which the commission chose works
for gold and silver plaques and works for recognition
for special achievements for schools with a customized
program. The authors of the other exhibited works
receive a bronze award for quality art work, and the
mentors of all the exhibited works receive confirmation
of their students’ participation and achievements.



KOMENTARJI CLANOV STROKOVNE KOMISIJE

Slovenija je svetovno prepoznavna zaradi bogate
zakladnice grafike. Ljubljanski graficni bienale

je odraz dogajanja na podrocju grafike in danes
predstavlja tako tradicionalno prakso kot izzive novih
medijev na tem Sirokem likovnem podrocju. Zato je
nateCaj otroSke grafike, ki predstavlja osnovne pojme
in problematike, s katerimi se ucenci srecajo v okviru
grafike pri likovni umetnosti, pomemben dogodek, pri
katerem se otroci in mladina vzgajajo in izobrazujejo,
da bodo znali ceniti in nadaljevati tradicijo podrocja,
na katerem slovenski umetniki Ze desetletja dokazujejo
odli¢nost in ustvarjalnost.

Grafika dopusca Siroke moznosti za eksperimentiranje
z razliCnimi tehnikami in likovnimi motivi. Je pa

zaradi tehnicne in likovne posebnosti zelo kompleksno
podrocje. Pri tokratnem natecaju lahko obcudujemo
dela ucenceyv razli¢ne starosti: od pet do osem, od devet
do dvanajst in od trinajst do petnajst let. Razdelitev po
kljucu starosti nam omogoca pregled tehnik in motivov,
ki s0 za vsako starost, glede na likovni razvoj otrok,
tipicni in najbolj priljubljeni.

Najmlajsi so se odlicno izkazali priizdelavi monotipij in
suhe igle, na katerih se kaze moc in ekspresija otroske
risbe. V kartonskem in kolaznem tisku ter tudi v
odtisih s peno je izdelava matric primerna in odgovarja
izkusnjam, Ki jih imajo z rezanjem, lepljenjem in
sestavljanjem matric.

Ucenci, stari med devet in dvanajst let, so pokazali
izjemno domisljijo in tehnicno dovr§enost predvsem
pri kolagrafijah in ¢rnobelih ter barvnih linorezih.
Natancnost in kompleksnost uporabe graficnih
likovnih izrazil, ¢rta in ploskev, izbor barv in
zgodbe, Ki jih kazejo likovni motivi, nas peljejo v svet
ustvarjalnosti v tako imenovanem »zlatem obdobju«
likovnega ustvarjanja.

Starejsi ucenci so suvereno posegali po razlicnih
tehnikah od kolagrafije in suhe igle do barvnega in ¢rno
belega linoreza. Kompozicije so bogate, prekrivanje
Kkritnih ali prosojnih barv, plastenje barv, razumevanje
vloge beline v celoti kompoziciji so nekatere

znacilnosti, ki odlikujejo grafiko. V starostnem
obdobju, ko se pojavi mozZnost abstraktnega
razmisljanja, so uenci zdelali kompozicije s posebnim
poudarkom na odnosu med figuro in ozadjem, kar je pri
grafiki Se posebej poudarjeno.

Ucenci s Sol s prilagojenim programom, ki so nagrajeni
v kategoriji priznanj za posebne dosezke, nas
presenecajo s sveZino in nenavadnostjo kombiniranja
tehnik, s prosto, a ustvarjalno uporabo izraznih
sredstev in izjemno ucinkovito izbiro likovnih motivov.

Postopek izdelave grafike zahteva zaporednost
dolocenih postopkov, s katerimi pridemo do rezultata.
Pri grafiki rezultat vidimo Sele, ko dvignemo list iz
plosce. Vsak odtis je presenecenje, ki odpira poti v
nadaljnje raziskovanje. Grafika zahteva poseben nacin
razmisljanja. Razmisljati moramo o razporejanju
elementov in njihovih medsebojnih odnosov. Ceprav

je ¢rna temeljna barva v grafiki, uporaba razlicnih
barv vnasa posebne izzive, ki narekujejo, da grafiko
zasnujemo na poseben nacin. Izpeljava celotnega
procesa izdelave grafike, ki vkljucuje tako nacrtovanje
postopka izdelave matrice do rezultata oz. graficnega
lista, vkljucuje vse dejavnike ustvarjalnosti: izvirnost,
kar pomeni sposobnost iskanja neobicajnih, izjemnih
in neponovljivih idej ter reSitev, odkrivanje novih poti,
prilagodljiva uporabaizraznih sredstev, delovnih
postopkov, materialov in tehnik ter iskanje razlicnih
nacinov upodabljanja motiva, bogastvo idej, potez,
raznolikih resitev, asociacij in proznost misljenja. Vsi ti
elementi so prisotni v graficnih listih, Ki so jih izdelali
ucenci razli¢nih starosti in pod vodstvom odlicnih

in ustvarjalnih mentorjev in jih imamo priloznost
obcudovati na letosnji razstavi.

Razvoj ustvarjalnosti pri ucencih je kljuéni cilj likovne
vzgoje. Kljub skromnemu Stevilu ur, dodeljenih
predmetu v uénem programu,, ima vsak ucenec
priloZnost razvijati lastne potenciale v likovnem
izrazanju. Odlicni razstavljeni likovni izdelki kazejo,
kako se razvija ustvarjalna in izrazna mo¢ slehernega
ucenca. Zato je potrebno opomniti, da je ustvarjalnost



na podrocju grafike osebna znacilnost, ki se razvija

z izkusnjami v primernem okolju in pod primernim
vodstvom, podpira eksperimentiranje in raziskovanje
ter ohranja vedoZeljnost u¢enceyv, kar je dobra
popotnica za vsezZivljenjsko ucenje.

Natecaj za otrosko grafiko Osnovne Sole Prule je
odlicna priloznost, da vidimo, kako in v kolik$ni meri
je grafika kot tehnika nasploh zastopana priizvajanju
likovnega u¢nega nacrta. Ker gre pri predmetu za
vzgojo in izobrazevanje na podrocju umetnostiin
druzbenohumanisti¢nih usmeritev, nam prispela
likovna dela otrok govorijo o pridobljenem znanju

o vizualni kulturi, likovno-vizualni komunikaciji in
ustvarjalnem misljenju.

Ucitelj ima kot mentor in motivator pomembno vlogo
priizvedbi graficnih del. V praksi je ta tehnika nekoliko
zahtevnejsa, saj pomeni vecjo pripravo in delo za kon¢ni
izdelek v Solskem okolju, ki je omejeno s ¢asovnim
okvirom 45 minut. U¢itelj mora dobro predstaviti
grafi¢ne tehnike, celoten proces izvedbenega postopka
in razjasniti nacin nacrtovanja, da bodo ucenci dosegli
zeleni rezultat. Zato so tovrstni likovni natecaji e toliko
bolj dragoceni, saj nam lahko sluzijo za nadgradnjo
ustvarjalnih moznosti, ve§cin in tehnik pri dvigovanju
ravni likovnih sposobnosti u¢encey.

Sam proces izdelave grafiCnega dela vkljucuje zapletene
tehnike nacrtovanja, ki lahko zagotovijo kreativnost

v procesu same izdelave matrice ali pri njenem
koncnem odtisu na papir. Z ustvarjanjem — risanjem,
vrezovanjem, strganjem, rezanjem in lepljenjem
razlicnih povrSin na matrice, otroci pridobivajo

nove izkusnje z razli¢nimi materiali in razvijajo fino
motoriko. Ustvarjalni proces tako vkljucuje spontano
izrazanje in tudi usmerjeno aktivnost ucenceyv, kar je
razvidno iz tematskega izbora prispelih grafic¢nih del.
Nedvomno izrazajo Custvene svetove, ki jih otrociin
mladostniki dozivljajo v vsakdanjem Zivljenju svojega
okolja. Ne glede na starostne skupine so zelo mocno
zastopane nekatere teme, ki so pogojene z danasnjo
svetovno politiko in nedavno zdravstveno krizo. Tako s
tematiko vojne in svobode zelo prepricljivo prikazujejo
svoje mnenje o dogajanju dalec v tujini in o tem, kaj se
dogaja z njihovimi novimi soSolci, ki so prispeliiz drzav,
ki so v primeZu vojne.

Izbor prispelih del obsega predvsem realisticno
tematiko, ki jo predstavljajo podobe cloveske



figure in narave ter celo izmisljenih likov, redka

pa je zastopanost abstraktnegaizraza.V skladu s
starostnimi skupinami so izkazani tako zavidljiva
likovna pismenost kot tudi graficno znanje in kreativna
uporaba graficnih orodij in medijev.

Prispela dela prikazujejo Sirok izbor uporabljenih
materialov za izvedbo grafik. Ob okoljski ozaves¢enosti
mentorjev samih postanejo t. i. »novodobne smeti«

v rokah ustvarjalnih ucencev grafi¢ne matrice,
odtisnjene na papir. Izpostavljeni so zanimivi

koncni rezultati, kot so tisk na ro¢no izdelan papir,
izdelava matric na tetrapaku, alu foliji ... Ob razvoju
oblikovalskih sposobnosti daje zanimive rezultate tudi
sposobnost ponovne uporabe zavrZenih materialov,

ki se uporabljajo v graficnem procesu, hkrati pa

tudi ohranitev osnovne grafi¢ne lastnosti, moznost
veckratnega tiska.

Ocenjevanje in izbor otroskih graficnih del, ce
upoStevamo vse zgoraj navedene napotke, ni le
uporaba starih ali novih pristopov in materialov in tudi
kakovost izvedbe, kompozicije, temvec je tudi posredno
vrednotenje likovnega pedagoga, ki uCenca usmerja

v likovno razmisljanje. Izbrane grafike, nagrajene

in pohvaljene, nam vse enakovredno prikazujejo

Otroska grafika kot likovno ustvarjalna kategorija

v Solskoizobrazevalnem procesu ima Ze od nekdaj
posebno mesto. Vsebuje namrec toliko razlicnih
psihomotoricnih izzivov za razvijajoce se generacije, da
ima kljub razsirjenosti se vedno premalo izkoriScene
metodicno didakticne potenciale. Zato je dolgoletni,
lahko recemo tradicionalni mednarodni projekt
Osnovne Sole Prule in mentorice Suzane Zgonec vreden
se toliko vecje pozornosti in pohvale. Glede odzivnosti
lahko recem, da je med boljsimi ne samo pri nas, tudi
Sirse, kar lahko povem iz prve roke, saj sem kot selektor
sodeloval Ze na Stevilnih mednarodnih projektih. V
tujini sicer med graficne tehnike radi pristevajo tudi
vse risarske tehnike (graphos (gr.) — risati, vleci ¢rto,
pisati), kar izhodisce seveda zelo spremeni, saj te

niso reproduktivne, kar v osnovi za razliko od tehnik
monotipije velja za »prave, klasi¢ne« graficne tehnike,
ki pa v zadnjem Casu seveda prepuscajo obsezen

delez virtualnim graficnim postopkom ustvarjenim

s pomo¢jo digitalnih orodij. Se vedno pa je izkusnja,
pridobljena s proceduro postopkov od zamisli preko
vseh »muk« mehanicne izdelave ene od vrst matric

z upostevanjem neskoncnih likovnih moznosti in
kompozicijske zrcalne podobe, glede na koncni
rezultat Ze kot taka neprecenljiva. Ko pa ji dodamo Se
veselje ob pricakovanju odtisov, Ki lezejo izpod kolesja
provizoriéne tiskarne, je cilj skoraj vedno presezen.
Obilen trud dobi potrditev in se za vedno izkustveno
usidra v mlade ustvarjalce, najveckrat jih tudi spodbudi
k ponovitvam in nadaljnjem razvoju postopkov,
usmerjenih k vse vecji popolnosti z upostevanjem

vseh parametrov posameznih faz. Mentorji — likovni
pedagogi imajo tu v rokah vse moZnosti za dosego
svojih ciljev in prav od njih in njihovih idej je v prvi
vrsti odvisen tudi koncni rezultat zahtevne likovne
naloge, kar se lepo pokaze tudi v pricujoci beri od
povprecnih pa do visoko nadpovprecnih, Ze kar
umetniskih stvaritev.

Zirija je imela vse prej kot lahko opravilo, saj je bilo
v veliki mnoZini prispelih del v prvem krogu treba
pazljivo izloCiti neustrezna in manj prepricljiva dela



ter v drugem krogu potem izbrati najboljSa. Na sreco
je moznih veliko kategorij, pa tudi tako je objektivno
in subjektivno zelo tezko iz selekcije izloCiti npr. dva
od treh tako rekoc enakovrednih del. Dodatno zagato
potem povzroci Se velika razlika v kolicini poslanih
del posameznih mentorjev oz. Sol kot tudi njihova
kakovost, od izvirnosti vsebinskih pristopov pa do
tehnicnih izvedb grafi¢nih odtisov. Na tem mestu bi pri
razpisnih pogojih v bodoce predlagal omejitev §tevila
poslanih del posameznega mentorja/Sole, saj bi tako
le-ti Ze sami pomagali Ziriji pri CisCenju izbora in tako
razSirili moZnosti uvrstitve vecjemu Stevilu mentorjev
in ucencev.

Kot ¢lan Zirije sem bil nad koli¢ino in kakovostjo
prispelih del prijetno presenecen, saj to pomeni, da je
nivo uporabe klasicnih grafi¢nih tehnik v osnovnem
solstvu na zavidljivi ravni. Izstopa nekaj mentorjev, ki
si vsekakor zasluzZijo posebne pohvale, organizatorju
predlagam, da to tudi stori. Vsi ostali pa lahko to
razumejo kot dodatno motivacijo za nadaljnje delo na
tem podrocju. Izbor kaze, da tako motivika kot izbira
vrste graficne tehnike ne predstavljata ovire glede
starosti mladih ustvarjalcev, da je opremljenost Sol,
sposobnost in pripravljenost mentorjev vse pohvale
vredna, saj se pri nekaterih resno vprasas, kako je ob
takem Stevilu ur likovne umetnosti v urniku nasega
osnovnega solstva to sploh mogoce. Dejansko so iz
likovne naloge izvlekli vse in Se ve¢ in vsi vemo, kaj

tehnologijami in jih izobrazuje samo Se z drsanjem po
pametnih telefonih, brskanjem po spletu in reSevanju
nalog z odgovori tipa »abc«.

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COMMENTS BY THE MEMBERS OF THE EXPERT PANEL

Slovenia is world-renowned for its rich treasure trove

of graphic art. The Ljubljana Biennial of Graphic Arts
reflects current trends in graphic art, presenting both
traditional practice and the challenges of new media

in this broad field of art. The Children's Graphic Art
competition introduces the fundamental concepts

and issues in fine art graphic prints to students.
Consequently, it is a significant event during which

the youth are educated and trained to appreciate and
continue the tradition of a field in which Slovenian artists
have demonstrated excellence and creativity for decades.

Graphic art provides a wide range of possibilities to
experiment with different techniques and art motifs.
However, it is fairly complex due to its technical and
fine art peculiarities. This year's competition features
works by students ranging in age from five to eight,
nine to twelve, and thirteen to fifteen. The age divisions
of contestants allow us to examine the techniques and
motifs that are typical and most popular for each age
based on the children's artistic development.

The youngest participants demonstrated the power and
expression of children's drawings by creating monotypes
and drypoint needles. The matrices are suitable for
cardboard, collage, and foam prints and correspond to
the students' experience in cutting, gluing and preparing
matrices.

The pupils, aged between nine and twelve, demonstrated
great imagination and technical perfection, particularly
in collagraphy and the black and white and colour
linocuts. The precision and complexity of their graphic
artistic expressions, line and surface, the choice of
colours and the stories revealed by the motifs transport
us into the world of creativity in the so-called golden
age of art.

The older students mastered a range of techniques
from collagraphy and drypoint to colour and black and
white linocut. Graphic art is distinguished by its rich
compositions, overlapping of opaque or transparent
colours, layering of colours, and understanding the
role of whiteness in the overall composition. At an age

when abstract thinking tends to occur, the students
have created compositions that strongly emphasise the
relationship between the figure and the background,
which is especially important in printmaking.

The students from schools with an adapted education
programme have received awards in the category of
special achievement awards. They astound us with

the freshness and uniqueness of their technique
combinations, the free but creative use of expressive
means and the highly effective selection of artistic motifs.

Creating a graphic print requires a series of specific
steps to achieve a result, which is only visible when

the sheet is lifted from the panel. Each printis a
revelation that opens up avenues for further exploration.
Printmaking necessitates a distinct way of thinking.

We must consider the arrangement of elements and
their relationships with one another. Although black is
the fundamental colour in graphic art, using different
colours poses unique challenges that compel us to design
a graphic printin a particular way. The implementation
of the entire printmaking process, which comprises
planning the process of making the matrix into the
result, i.e., the graphic sheet, covers all the factors

of creativity: originality (the ability to seek unusual,
exceptional and original ideas and solutions), discovery
of new paths, versatile use of means of expression,
working processes, materials and techniques, the search
for different ways of representing a motif, the richness
of ideas, gestures, diverse solutions, associations and
flexibility of thought and others. This year's exhibition
offers the opportunity to admire all these elements in
the graphic sheets created by students of different ages
and under the guidance of excellent and creative tutors.

Encouraging creativity in students is the ultimate goal
of art education. Despite the modest number of hours
allocated to the subject in the curriculum, every student
has the opportunity to develop their potential for artistic
expression. The excellent artwork exhibition shows how
anindividual's creative and expressive power evolves. It
is therefore important to recall that creativity in graphic



art is a personal characteristic that develops with
experience in the right environment and under proper
guidance, supports experimentation and exploration,
and sustains the curiosity of students, which is a good
precursor for lifelong learning.

The Prule Primary School Children's Graphic Art
Competition is an excellent opportunity to see how and to
what extent printmaking as a technique is typically used
in the art curriculum. As the subject is concerned with
art education and social and humanistic orientations,
the children's artworks speak about their acquired
knowledge of visual culture, visual arts communication
and creative thinking. The teacher who mentors and
motivates is crucial in executing a graphic artwork.

In practice, this is quite challenging as it means more
preparation and work for the final product in a school
environment, usually within a 45-minute time frame.
The teacher needs to provide a thorough overview of
the printmaking techniques and the overall process of
the design process and clarify how to implement the
design to achieve the desired result. This makes such
art competitions all the more valuable, as they help
build on the creative possibilities, skills and techniques
in raising students’ artistic skills.

The process of making a graphic work entails complex
design techniques that can provide creativity in the
process of creating the matrix itself or in its final
print on paper. By creating - drawing, cutting, scoring,
scraping, cutting and gluing different surfaces onto
the matrices, children gain new experiences with
various materials and develop fine motor skills. The
creative process thus involves both spontaneous
expression and directed activity on the part of the
students, as evidenced by the thematic selection of the
graphic works submitted. They undeniably express
the emotional worlds that children and adolescents
experience daily. Some themes are well represented
across all age groups due to current global politics and
the recent health crisis. Thus, through the themes of
war and freedom, the participants express their views
on international events and what is happening to their
new classmates from war-torn countries.

The selected works are mostly realistic in subject matter,
featuring images of the human figure and nature, and
even fictional characters, but the abstract expression

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is under-represented. There is an enviable display of
visual literacy, graphic skills, and the creative use of
printmaking tools and media across all age groups.

The submitted works demonstrate the variety of
materials used to create the prints. With the tutors’'
environmental awareness, the so-called "new-age
rubbish” becomes graphic matrices printed on paper
in the hands of the creative students. Printing on
handmade paper and making matrices on Tetra

Pak cartons, tin foil, etc., are just some unexpected
outcomes. Alongside developing design skills, the
ability to reuse discarded materials used in the
printmaking process yields impressive results while
preserving key elements of graphic art and the
possibility of multiple printing.

The evaluation and selection of children's graphic works,
while taking into account all the guidelines above, is

not only about the use of old or new approaches and
materials and the quality of execution and composition
but also an indirect evaluation of the art educator who
guides the student towards artistic thinking.

The chosen prints, awarded and commended,

all equivalently present an image of rich artistic
communication, a creative experiential world and a deep
emotional tension in children in the current situation,
burdened by the distressing events they are witnessing.

Children's graphic art has always held a special place as
a creative category in the educational process. Despite
the widespread use, its many different psychomotor
challenges for the generations in development leave

its methodological and didactic potentials largely
untapped. Therefore, the Prule Primary School and

its coordinator Suzana Zgonec deserve even more
attention and praise for their long-running (some
might even say traditional) international project. Based
on my experience as a selector in many international
projects, this is one of the best art projects in Slovenia
and abroad in terms of response. Graphic techniques
may also include all drawing techniques (from Greek
graphos, meaning 'pertaining to drawing, drawing a
line, writing") in other countries, which obviously and
significantly changes the starting point. Namely, unlike
the "real/classical" graphic techniques, these monotype
techniques, a large portion of which are now virtual
graphic design processes created with digital tools, are
not reproducible. Nonetheless, the experience gained
by following the procedure from conception through all
the "agony" of the mechanical production of one of the
types of matrices while considering the infinite artistic
possibilities and the compositional mirror image of

the final result is invaluable in itself. The goal is easily
exceeded when we factor in the excitement of seeing the
prints crawl out from under the wheel of a makeshift
printing press. The enormous effort is validated and
permanently embedded in young creators' experience,
often encouraging them to repeat and further develop
processes aimed at ever-greater perfection while
keeping in mind all the individual stage's parameters.
Their mentors, art teachers, have every opportunity

to achieve their objectives, and the end result of a
demanding art task depends on them and their ideas.
The current selection, from average to above-average,
even artistic creations, clearly demonstrates this.

Due to the large number of entries in the first round,
the jury had to carefully eliminate the inappropriate
and less convincing works before selecting the best

ones in the second round. Despite the many possible



categories, it is both objectively and subjectively
strenuous to eliminate, for example, two out of three
nearly equivalent works from the selection. The wide
range of entries submitted by individual mentors or
schools and their quality, ranging from the originality
of the thematic approaches to the technical execution of
the prints, may slow down the process. At this point, |
would suggest that the competition conditions limit the
number of works submitted by each mentor/school in
the future, as this would aid the jury in cleaning up the
selection process and thus opening up the possibility of
inclusion to a greater number of mentors and students.

As a jury member, | was pleasantly surprised by the
quantity and quality of the entries, as this indicates an
enviable level of use of traditional graphic techniques
in primary education. Several tutors stand out as
deserving special recognition, which I heartily
recommend the organisers do in order to encourage
everyone else to continue working in this field. This
year's selection demonstrates that age is not a barrier
to motivation or type of graphic technique and that
both the school equipment and the mentors' ability and
willingness are admirable. Indeed, one often wonders
how this is possible with so few hours of fine arts
instruction in primary school.

They were actually able to obtain everything they
desired from the art assignment. What this means for
young artists is self-evident: the benefits that accrue
from such mentor approaches and the value for their
artistic and creative development in a world that nearly
prescribes to the young generation to avoid the tedious
waste of time with "outdated" technologies, and only
educates them by scrolling through "smart" phones,
surfing the web, and solving multiple-choice tasks.

Congratulations, once again, to the organiser as an
instigator of the further development of traditional
printmaking in primary education; to the mentors and
art teachers who, despite their immediate obligations,
find the time and energy to present themselves and
their students to the larger community of experts; and

of course, to the young artists who, with their mentors'
assistance, produce exceptional artworks that many
art collections around the world would willingly accept.
As an artist and a "former™ art educator, [ am now

less concerned about the younger generation's artistic
aesthetic and psychomotor development.
